Minutes from the June 17, 2010 MERC Meeting were reviewed by the commission and a motion was made by Marie Payne, seconded by Lisa Cardone and the motion carried unanimously.

If there are any questions or concerns the Division of Fire Safety is requesting that they are submitted in writing to the Fire Marshal’s Office so it can go through legal.

EPCRA Specialist: The EPCRA Specialist have been working on the 21 Risk Management Plan site visits since the last MERC Meeting and we will have the findings and recommendations that have been made to EPA at our next MERC meeting.

Hazmat Trainer: Michael White presented the recommendations of the Hazmat Committee to provide the chemical suicide trainings throughout the state.  The Chemical Suicide T-t-T had 18 participants from the MERC, DNR and MODOT, and DNR.  Chief Halmich made a motion to approve the delivery of the chemical suicide trainings, Marie seconded and it carried unanimously.  

Risk Management Plan Updates: The MERC staff went on 21 facility site compliance visits after reviewing 210 RMP’s on line.  At these compliance visits the RMP was reviewed with the facility and recommendations for improvement were made if needed.  EPA will be receiving a full report at the end of September.

CEPF Updates:  We have received 32 counties with LEPC memberships that need to be approved.  Marie made a motion to approve the 32 LEPC Memberships, Lisa seconded and it passed unanimously.

HMEP Grant Application was reviewed by the MERC Commission members and made the following recommendations.  They were on the bottom of page 2 add a line for additional classes wanted, and on page 4 add a section for course location.  There was 1 recommendation for a wording change of “and” between law – the.  Bob Derickson made a motion to accept the changes on the HMEP grant, Lisa Cardone seconded and it passed unanimously.

A letter was presented to the MERC Commission from the Missouri Center for Education Safety.  This letter is an invitation to the MERC and MO LEPC’s to help comprise an executive advisory board to promote and provide resources across the full spectrum of school and campus safety and security to foster learning for all students in Missouri in a safe, secure, and nurturing environment.  Dawn has been asked to set on this advisory committee and is recommending David Williams to be the LEPC representative.  Bob Derickson made a motion to allow Dawn Warren to represent the MERC and David Williams to represent the LEPC of MO.  Bill Halmich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Dawn Warren informed the MERC commission that Transcaer has been moved under the MERC and is requesting that the Hazmat Committee has a subcommittee to use as a working group for this.  Paul Parmenter made a motion to place a subcommittee under the Hazmat Committee for Transcaer.  Greg Voss seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.







Dave Hedrick with MUFRTI thanked the MERC Commission for the trainings and informed the commission of a Tractor Trailer for Hazmat Training that will be on the MU campus on September 9, 2010 at 9:00 a.m.

Kenny Jones made a motion to go to closed session, Marie Payne seconded and it carried unanimously.

Bill Brinton announced after closed session that he wanted the MERC staff to know that the commission appreciated all the hard work that they did for the 2010 Hazmat Symposium.

No other new business was brought before the commission.  Marie Payne made a motion to adjourn, Bob Derickson seconded and it carried unanimously.  
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
